Cannabis and Physical Therapy

Cannabis is the genus of plants including marijuana and hemp. Both marijuana
and hemp contain the Cannabinoids CBD (Cannabidiol) and THC (delta-9-
tetrahydrocannabinol). Hemp contains more CBD and less THC as compared to
marijuana. Marijuana contains more than 0.3% THC by dry weight and conversely,
hemp contains 0.3% or less THC. THC is the major active ingredient in marijuana,
which provides the “high” to the user.

Key Similarities and Differences between CBD and THC

CBD THC
